QUESTION PRESENTED:

Whether the court of appeals erred in holding "unconstitutional and unenforceable" the 
portions of 18 U.S.C. 3583(k) that required the district court to revoke respondent's ten-year 
term of supervised release, and to impose five years of reimprisonment, following its finding by 
a preponderance of the evidence that respondent violated the conditions of his release by 
knowingly possessing child pornography.
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
