designed by the building’s 
architect, Cass Gilbert.

	Courtroom
	� Situated at the center of 

the first floor, the Justices 
meet in the Courtroom 
to hear oral argument and 
announce decisions.

	 Great Hall
	� Located on the first floor, 

the Great Hall is a grand 
and majestic space. Busts of 
the Chief Justices line each 
side of the hallway.
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The Supreme Court Building 
opened to the public in 1935. 
This “Temple of Justice” is  

both a work of art and a working office 
building. There are offices located near 
public spaces, so please tour the building 
quietly. We hope you enjoy your visit.
